 MAKE YOUR VOICE KNOW REGARDING  
      EUTHANASIA:     

 We would like to remind you that you have until OCTO-
BER 11 to answer the Online Issue Book HTTP://WWW.EP
-CE.CA/ISSUE-BOOK/   [1] of the External Panel appointed 
by the federal government to advise the next govern-
ment on legislative options for physician-assisted suicide 
following the Carter decision. 

    We encourage you to take a little bit of your time to 
express your opinion on this  decisive issue by completing 
their multiple-choice question consultation.   

As for the few essay questions, you may want to use 
some of our suggestions below, rephrasing them in your 
own words: 

 • It is essential to respect life. We need to give people 
options for life rather than the choice of death. 

• It is urgent to improve suicide prevention programmes 
for everyone and at all times. 

• We must ensure the wording is clear. For example, do 
not use euphemisms such as "medical aid in dying" in-
stead of the word  "euthanasia". 

• Vulnerable individuals must be protected (and we can 
all become vulnerable). 

• Assisted suicide and euthanasia are not medical acts 
and should never be seen as such.   

• Assisted suicide and Euthanasia are incompatible with 
palliative care. 

  • It is essential to protect medical all health workers’ 
freedom of conscience. 

  • No law allowing assisted suicide or euthanasia can 
protect everyone in all situations, even if strong safe-
guards are established.
